1. ENTRIES: Must be signed by owner, agent, trainer, or parent (if exhibitor is a minor).
Registration papers and coggins papers must be given with entry or available at the show.

2. ENTRY FEES: Performance, equitation, halter classes...$10.00/class

Championship classes...$20.00
3. STALL FEES: Horse stall $70.00
Tack Stall $70.00
Ground Fee...$15.00 per horse/no stali
NO FIRST BEDDING SHAVINGS AVAILABLE ON GROUNDS

4. Campers: Camper fee is $45.00 Please pay with entry. Sticker must be shown.

Refunds: No refunds on cancelled entries and stalls after closing date. Refund on entry

fees only with vet certificate.

6. Ring Procedure and Conduct. Maximum of 2 minutes to enter the ring after the class is
called and first entrant is in the ring will be allowed. An act of discourtesy to any judge
or show official by exhibitor, owner, groom or trainer shalt disqualify the horse and rider
and forfeit all fees and prize money and shall be removed from the grounds immediately.
All attendants must be neatly attired.

7. Dogs: All dogs must be on a leash at all times.

8. Premium Money: Qualifying Classes: RRRRR

Must have been entered, shown and judged in any class in the division.
